2. Safety Instructions

2.10 General Care and Maintenance

a) Always handle the Netbook with care and caution.

b) Update the Antivirus regularly

c) Always scan flash drives before accessing.

d) Avoid piling books or other heavy objects on top of the Netbook when carrying in the bag.
e) Avoid dropping or knocking the Netbook.

2.20 Power

a) Your Netbook will require a power adapter compatible to PNG power standard.

b) Use of Power Guard is highly recommended. Power fluctuation can harm your computer,
limiting lifespan of the battery or even causing damage.

c) Alternatively use UPS power outlets - example in the Friendship library. You will be notified
as more designated UPS power outlets become available.

2.30 Operating Environment

a) High humid conditions can harm your computer. Make sure you cover your laptop securely to
avoid any moisture that can affect the monitor, keypad, touchpad, etc. It could also reduce the
Netbook’s battery’s lifespan.

b) Avoid exposure to direct sunlight. This can harm your computer.

c) Avoid dusty area. Dust can cause hardware components to malfunction.

3. User Credentials and Computer Name

3.10 User Name

Username must be the User’s First name and the last name (the same name the person has
registered with the university) i.e. If the person’s Name is “John Smith” then the username will be
John Smith.

The user is allowed to have their own desired password. It is highly recommended to use a strong
password to avoid security threats. It is recommended that the password consists a minimum of
eight characters comprising upper case and lower case alphabets, numerals and symbols.

3.20 Computer Name

The name of the computer MUST be according to following format;

If the user’s student number is 5235 then the computer name will be “ID5235” (as a one word,
without quotes, no spaces or any other characters in between.)

Recovery Disk

It is strongly recommended that the user promptly creates a Recovery disk for the Netbook.

5.10  Whydo I need a Recovery Disc?

A recovery disk contains the initial programs and default settings of the applications on the
Netbook. In circumstances where the Netbook does not function normally or develops error in its
operating system and applications, the recovery disc can be use to restore the Netbook to its
default settings.

5.20  Howdo I create a Recovery Disk?
(Note: An external CD/DVD drive would be needed to create a recovery disc)

Go to Start/All Programs/Maintenance/Backup and Restore
Options:

a) Select create a system image
It gives 3 options. Option 2 could be used: on one or more DVDs
Connect the external CD/DVD drive and insert a blank disc (DVD). Select “next’ and follow the
wizard instructions.

b) Select “create asystem repair dist
A system repair disc can be used to boot your computer. It contains Windows system recovery
tools that can help recover Windows from serious error and restore your computer system.
(It needs an external CD/DVD drive)

Insert a blank disc and select the options. After detecting the drive and the disc, select create
disc. (Just follow the wizard instructions)
